1 Choose a domain name
 

The first stage of the process is to purchase a domain name for you. i.e. 

(www.yourdomain.co.uk). All of our standard web design packages include the 

purchase of a domain name for you. We will help you choose the right domain 

name and deal with everything. 

If you would prefer to purchase the domain name yourself, we would 

recommend Heart Internet. Their customer service is excellent and you get 

everything you need from the start without any hidden charges. 

If you already own a domain name, all we need to do is modify something 

called the nameservers. In simple terms this is pointing the domain name to 

our hosting so your website can be viewed online. We can do this for you if you 

give us access to your domain name control panel or we talk you through what 

you need to do. 

Tip 

It is beneficial to have keywords in your domain name. For example, if you 

were an electrician in Nottingham and you think people will try to find your type 

of service by typing "electrician Nottingham" in a search engine, then a great 

domain name would be www.electriciannottingham.co.uk for search engine 

position reasons.

2 Send us your design ideas and info
 

 

The next stage is for you to send us your ideas for the site via email or post.  

This can be in various forms such as: 

• Copy of your logo (preferably in digital format)  

• Existing flyers or brochures so we can match your existing image  

• Letterheads and compliment slips  

• Digital photography or printed photographs  

• Links to sites that you like the look of  

• Preferred colour scheme if you have one  

If you dont have any images, we can help you purchase some online from 

services such as istockphoto.com and bigstockphoto.com. 

We will also require a list of the page titles for your site and the text you would 

like to use on each page. This can be in any form but the preferred method is a 

word document via email. Make sure you include lots of the words you think 

people will use to search for when trying to find you. This is called keyword 

density and will help your search engine position along the way.

3 Initial Design Creation
 

We will take all of your ideas and the information you have given us and come 

up with a design template for your site. This will include your logo, all 

navigation, colour scheme, fonts and frame for the website. 

The content will be added later in the process once we know you are happy 

with the structure and style of the website. Getting the structure right is very 

important as we will use this template to create the rest of your pages.

5 Email Addresses
 

Each of our web design packages come with email accounts. Simply give us a 

list of email addresses you want creating and we will sort them for you. These 

can be personal accounts such as john.smith@yourdomain.co.uk or for 

different areas of your business such as sales@yourdomain.co.uk, etc.  

There are lots of additional features we can set up for you such as email 

address forwarding, auto response messages for when you are away. All of 

this can be managed for you or you can manage it yourself from an online 

control panel. If you are interested in this, please ask us for more details.  

To view your email, you can use popular mail programs such as outlook and 

outlook express. Video tutorials are available here to help you set everything 

up. Alternatively, you can view your email online via webmail by going to 

www.outitgoes.com and inputting your email address and password which will 

be provided to you. This is a great feature if you work from several locations 

and on different pc's.

6 Website Completion
 

For the next stage, we add all the text and images you have given us into the 

template you have approved and everything is completed behind password 

protection. This allows you to view the sites progress and also block other 

visitors to the site during its construction. 

Don't forget that even though the content is added at this time, you can modify 

any of the text on your site at any time by emailing us. This is a service that 

sets us apart from our competition and is very popular with our existing 

customers.

The website will now be complete so the final 50% payment is required if you 

haven't already paid it.. As soon as payment is received and funds are cleared, 

the password protection will be removed and your site will be registered with 

search engines.

9 Search Engine Registration
 

The final stage of our process is to notify google, yahoo and msn about your 

website. They can take a while to visit so please be patient. 

During this time, we recommend that you register your site with trusted 

websites and business directories. Also speak to owners of websites in a 

similar business sector and see if they would be interested in swapping links to 

your website. It is very important that the sites are reputable and they must be 

related to your industry or they may have a negative effect to your search 

engine position. 

Also make sure that your website and email addresses are added to your 

company stationery, leaflets, flyers, brochures and advertisements. The more 

people you can tell about your new website, the better. You will be suprised 

how many vistors you will start to get to your site and this will only help your 

search engine position.
